To Single Track, or Not to Single Track:
That is The Question!

Thinking that we had a very good understanding of the preferred — some would say “correct”
- Dalmatian movement, either captured by our AKC Dalmatian Breed standard (September 6,
1989), or by its interpretation in the United States by breeders and judges alike, we have
recently been educated (credit to Andrea Paccagnella, Zagreb Dalmatas) as to differences in
the FCI interpretation (June 14, 1999) of “correct” movement.

American Kennel Club — Dalmatian Club of America — Dalmatian Breed Standard

GAIT: “...As the speed of the trot increases, there is a tendency to single track...”

FCI Standard No. 153 — 14-06-1999 (Dalmatian)

Gait/Movement: "...viewed from the rear, legs moving PARALLEL
hindlegs tracking the fore.”

Hmmmm, which is it? Fore and rear legs moving toward a center line as the speed of the trot
increases (AKC..."single tracking") is clearly different than fore and rear legs tracking each
other in a PARALLEL movement (FCI..."double tracking")! Unless one postulates that
Dalmatians of FCI countries (or the UK, etc) are of different utility, conformation, and/or
genetic origin, one must conclude that we humans interpreting the form and function of our
spotted friends have neither agreement, nor perhaps even understanding, of "true" Dalmatian
movement!

Now lest our friends from afar become defensive of their standard and this article, consider
that parallel means parallel: legs (hips/hocks/feet, etc) continually and infinitely at
equidistance, one from the next, i.e: "| |".

Tending to a center line does not imply absolutely moving to a center line, but does indicate
NON-PARALLEL geometry, i.e. some points of the two lines (through hips to feet) at closer
distance (near the feet) than others that are farther apart (at the hip). So, in geometric terms,
the approved AKC Standard as proposed by the Dalmatian Club of America (DCA) suggests
that as the trot increases, the fore and rear legs begin to converge as a "V" towards the center
line of movement. The FCI Standard instead argues that as the trot progresses, the fore and
rear legs track one another but remain equidistant one from the next...PARALLEL.

Ok, so which is it? Well, an exhaustive review of FCI, UK, Canadian and the United States
AKC Dalmatian Breed standards reveals the amazing database that [1] we DO NOT agree,
and that [2] even within a given geographical region, consensus seems escapable as the years
go by. In fact, as one reviews the progress of standards in a given region, there seems to be a



shift from parallel to single tracking and back again to parallel, presumably the result of much
consternation by devotees of our treasured Breed.

In The Official Book of the Dalmatian by the Dalmatian Club of America (the “red book™)
on page 134 it states,

“As a moving dog increases his speed, his legs tend to converge along a center line.
As he trots he has no need to keep his legs spread apart for balance, and if he did not
single track he would rock back and forth from side to side, which is inefficient in a
trotting dog.”

Based on this assessment, perhaps we should send an alert to our colleagues abroad that their
parallel moving Dalmatians may not be efficient as trotting dogs. Or, perhaps any of the
double tracking Dalmatians that we see in the US show ring today should be exported to an
FCI country for more favorable judging and breeding. And of course the converse is also
true. Perhaps those single tracking Dalmatians in countries abroad would be more favorably
received in the United States. What is an owner, breeder, handler, or judge to do?

Remembering that another Breed - the White Bull Terrier - has some common ancestry with
the Dalmatian, we consulted the AKC Breed Standard for the Bull Terrier. On movement it
opines, “The dog shall move smoothly, covering the ground with free, easy strides, fore and
hind legs should move parallel each to each when viewed from in front or behind”. This type
of movement is actually quite typical of Terriers. Admittedly the Bullies combined the White
Terrier, the Bulldog and the Dalmatian. It might be hard to predict movement based on these
constituent breeds. Nevertheless, the description of parallel movement found in this AKC
Breed standard seems consistent with the FCI Standard for the Dalmatian.

We humans may be tempted to answer the Shakespearean analogy question “To Single Track
or Not to Single Track” quite differently depending on our country of origin or personal
biases. However, as they say, a Dalmatian is a Dalmatian. We most likely can reach
agreement that the Dalmatian is a trotting Breed, and not a Terrier. As such, no matter what
description is written by we humans, the “correct” movement for the Dalmatian will be that
which provides the least effort (least energy) and most overall efficiency for its purpose. On
this we should all be able to reach agreement.
